IMPORTANT INFORMATION - PLEASE READ

A SPECIAL WELCOME TO ALL CYCLISTS AND SUPPORT CREW who have joined us in the staging of this year’s 49th GRAFTON TO INVERELL.

The Race Committee greatly appreciates your entry and support for this premier classic road cycling event and hope you have an enjoyable and safe race.  

All would be aware of the many hours the Committee Members and Volunteers put in to make this such a special event and above all, a safe event.  A lot of planning has taken place with both Police and RTA Officers to establish a system this year that will be safer and more user friendly for cyclists, support crew and the general public.
IT IS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT THAT RIDERS, HANDLERS, OFFICIALS TAKE NOTE OF THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS:

1.  There is no Feed Station at the bottom of Gibraltar Range.  An extra Neutral water station will be set up on the mountain

2.  Prior to the start of A Grade, all support crews must proceed to the Feed Station at Mt. Mitchell.  Failure to do this could result in major traffic delays and possible Police action if Handlers support crews are seen to be disrupting traffic flows or not obeying traffic regulations.

3.  All Feed Stations are now RTA controlled 40Km Zones and crews are required to park within the designated areas. Feeders and spectators are NOT TO GO BEYOND THE FOGLINE (the white line on the edge of the road).
4. Support Crews are allowed ONE PASS ONLY between Feed Stations.

Should a support crew vehicle get caught behind the field, the Police may keep you there for the entire event 

5. Drivers please exercise BOTH CARE AND COURTESY at all times and obey all POLICE AND RTA OFFICERS directions.
6. Cyclists and Support Crews, we are all on notice!   Your failure to adhere to the above conditions could result in our Event having no future. None of us would want this to happen.
