Cycling NSW in association with Cycling Australia are offering Cycling NSW Clubs as a trial introductory offer, a $5 special Club license as part of a Membership Drive Program which is designed to attract new Junior members into cycling at an affordable cost to parents. 
The program will initially run from 23rd May through until the 30th September 2005. If clubs get behind this initiative and the program is successful there will be a good chance of the program being rolled out Nationally in 2006.

It is important for Clubs to appreciate this offer is designed to attract new Junior members into cycling; we ask that it not be abused by trying to convert existing Junior membership onto this facility.  Neither Cycling NSW or Cycling Australia will make money from this offer. The program is designed purely as a membership drive initiative. It is hoped that Clubs seizing on this great introductory offer will use the opportunity to skill new members in a fun environment with the end objective being to encourage them to convert to a full Junior racing license enabling riders to experience the thrills of competing in NSW open race events. 

 

If the program takes off and is well supported, then in 2006 Cycling NSW may look at several initiatives such as specially branded licenses for this category of rider and maybe specially designed welcome packs that include a range of “freebie” offers. 

 
What needs to be done at Club level?
 

· Licenses can only be issued to non-members of Cycling NSW as an incentive to join an affiliated club
· Complete a standard 2005 membership affiliation form, highlighting Affiliation as Junior Club Only License
· Provide a receipt to the rider as per normal procedure

· Cost is $5 

· Junior Club License is available to Junior U9, U11 & U13 riders in 2005 

· Members to be issued with a Junior Club license enabling them to compete in local club/interclub events, but NOT in open race events.  

· Membership to encompass skills training and modified competitive activities at a club/interclub level only.  Any general competition outside their own club environment will require an upgrade to the existing competitive license for this age group
· Membership cover includes a Junior Cycling License card to be issued by Cycling Australia, includes all benefits of the CA insurance package, including public liability and limited personal accident, inclusive of ambulance cover. 

· New members are able to participate on racing and non-racing bikes provided the bikes comply with the law.

· Junior membership affiliation forms and payments are to be forwarded to Rebecca Ellis at Cycling NSW for processing. 

· Cycling Australia will issue a Club License and post to the member 

· NSW Family Membership Rebate package will not apply to Club riders signed up under this program 
· Reminder: Any Junior rider U9, U11, U13 who is currently or has previously held a standard Cycling Australia license is NOT eligible for this offer
